GNFAC Avalanche Forecast for Wed Mar 10, 2021

Good Morning. Thisis Dave Zinn with the Gallatin National Forest Avalanche Forecast on Wednesday, March
10th at 7:15 am. Today’ s forecast is sponsored by Summit M otor sports and Ski-Doo and Highline Partners.
This forecast does not apply to operating ski areas.

Mountain Weather

Mountain temperatures are in the low to mid-teens F with 5-10 mph winds from the west to north and the
mountains received 2-3” of snow yesterday. Today, high temperatures will be in the upper 20s F with 5-10 mph
winds from the northwest to northeast. Light snow will deliver 2-4” in the mountains near Cooke City and south
of Big Sky and 1-2” in the northern ranges.

Snowpack and Avalanche Discussion

@ Bridger Range Gallatin Range Madison Range Lionhead Range Island Park

The mountains near West Y ellowstone, Big Sky, and Bozeman received 4-8” of snow equal to 0.4-0.7” of snow
water equivalent-SWE in the last 48-hours. In his video from the Northern Bridgers, lan provides a good
discussion of how to responsibly explore more adventurous terrain in ayear defined by deeply buried persistent
weak layers. He suggests taking “baby steps’ rather than going all-in on big objectives in complex or exposed
terrain, evaluating the snowpack to minimize surprises, and rigorously following safe travel protocols by
exposing only one person at a time to potential avalanche hazards. As he said, “It may be unlikely, but if you
trigger adlide, it could be catastrophic.” Recently, groupsin Hyalite and near Hebgen Lake followed this travel
model, found areas of unstable snow, and pulled the plug on skiing steep terrain. Thisis precisely how it should
work in periods of low danger. Search for isolated instabilities and adjust your plansif you find them.

The last human-triggered avalanches we know of occurred ten days ago in the Madison Range (
avalanche/weather log). Without significant new loading, deep-slab avalanches are unlikely, but the weak
facets near the ground and the fundamental nature of the snowpack haven't changed (video from the Throne,
video from Maid of the Mist).

Today, follow lan’s travel advice and pay attention to instabilities within the new snow. Storm snow avalanches
will be relatively small but they can be hazardous in the context of steeper or more technical terrain. The
avalanche danger isLOW.

@ Cooke City

The mountains around Cooke City received 6-10" of new snow equal to 0.6” of SWE. Y esterday, skiers
observed several small storm slab avalanches (photo). Slides like this are dangerous in the context of steep and
technical terrain if they tumble usinto trees or off cliffs. Stay heads up for areas where yesterday’ s wind may
have drifted snow and enhanced potential avalanches' size. Minimize time spent under behemoth cornices that
overhang slopes thistime of year. A cornice collapse on a small slope west of Cooke City is agood indicator of
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what afall would be like where they are larger (photo). Watch for areas of isolated instability like the wind-
loaded slope arider triggered east of Cooke City on Friday (photos and details: EVENT DATE
CORRECTED), carry rescue gear, and expose only one person at atime to avalanche terrain. The avalanche
danger isLOW.
