There were maybe 6-10 D1.5-D2 wet loose slides scattered around the area that we could see, similar to attached
picture of Crown Butte (We could see Miller Mtn. east and north, Scotch Bonnet, Henderson, Crown Butte,
Abundance, Wolverine). At lower elevations where the snowpack is shallower, closer to silver gate and the
northeast corner of the park, there were some deeper wet loose slides (D2) and a couple small wet slabs (photo).
I would estimate most of these happened yesterday (4/10).
